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Important message from Rabbi Seth

Dear Members of TBT,

I have two very personal messages to relate. First,
I'm writing to express my strong, heartfelt thanks
to you, Sallyanne and Kathi, for your years of
devoted service as leaders of our congregation.
Without the two of you to give your steady, un-
ceasing, patient and cheerful devotion to TBT, it
would have been unsustainable. You have tru-

ly kept the ner tamid, eternal flame, of Jewish
community and commitment alive and bright in
our midst. You have encouraged, sustained and
inspired me. I pray that your wish for new lead-
ership to step up will fall on responsive ears!

The other message has to do with my own plans.
They will come as no surprise to those of you
aware of my strong Zionist commitment and
longtime desire to make aliyah—my feeling
drawn to the land, people and culture of Israel;
the urge I feel to move there. I have been wres-
tling with this wish for most of my life. I dis-
cussed it with my rabbi at around the time of my
bar mitzvah. Ikept coming back to it. Certainly,
over the last few decades, ever since, 30 years ago
as a rabbinical student, I took my family with me
on a first trip to Israel, my yearning to be Israe-
li has only grown stronger. The decision came
gradually. A steady undercurrent of eagerness
and enthusiasm (almost like an ache) kept grow-
ing in intensity, tapping at my soul and prodding
my mind until I could no longer resist the call.
So, I've decided at last to heed that call.

I intend to make the move in the summer of
2021.

Among several powerful considerations that
made me hesitate, slowing down the decision I
finally did make, is my relationship with you, the
people of TBT. I have loved my 12 years serv-
ing as your rabbi and look forward to the 13th,
which, with God’s help, should include—as be-

fore but perhaps with our recent virtual (Zoom)
twist—holiday celebrations, Shabbat services, To-
rah study and beney mitzvah events. You are the
best of the best. I am profoundly grateful to you.
However, I know that, much as I'll regret leaving
TBT, I would regret even more not fulfilling my
dream of aliyah.

For the year ahead I am hoping to work with

our synagogue board led by Sallyanne and Kathi
and with all of you to help TBT figure out a plan.
Big decisions are on the horizon. They include:
transition to new lay and rabbinic leadership; and
devising and implementing an interim (and per-
haps longer-term) strategy for synagogue activity
(worship services, Torah study, Sunday school,
holiday celebration, fundraising) and viability
(thus, attracting new and younger members) in
this time of unprecedented social, economic and
technological upheaval. Prior to those concerns,
though, is another more pressing one; ultimate-
ly, all of you need to come together and make a
decision of your own: what do you want TBT’s
future to be?

No matter what you decide, please know that I
will have you in my heart and—even from across
an ocean and a couple of continents—will be

just a text message or Zoom or Skype connec-
tion away. I don’t want to get in the way of your
decision-making and plans, but, to the extent

that I can stay connected with you personally and
communally and without interfering, I will always
be at your service.

This one on Virt-Shul Reality

The last few months have brought our TBT com-
munity together as never before in my experience.
Ironic, too, given that “social distancing” measures
firmly in place have prevented us from being in the
same room to worship, greet, shmooze, celebrate.
This virtual shul (or “virt-shul”) reality has present-
ed challenges, to be sure, but it has also had some
surprising positive effects. The last few months have
brought our TBT community together as never be-
fore in my experience. Ironic, too, given that “social
distancing” measures firmly in place have prevented
us from being in the same room to worship, greet,
shmooze, celebrate. This virtual shul (or “virt-shul”)
reality has presented challenges, to be sure, but it
has also had some surprising positive effects.

Notable among them is the fact that our Shabbat
service and Torah study attendance has increased.
Also, with the benefit of Zoom as our online com-
munication platform, synagogue members, rela-
tives and friends in places as far way as Florida and
Wisconsin have been able to join us and count in
the minyan. (Those who don't have access to the
internet hooked up with the group by phone.)

I also used Zoom to lead a Pesah seder, whose par-
ticipants included my daughter and her boyfriend

in Boston, my son and his girlfriend in Georgia, and
relatives in Canada. More recently, we were invited
to join in an event sponsored by our friends in the
Ahmadiyya Muslim community, and I was honored
to be asked to speak, along with several others, some
of them distinguished public figures, including Sen-
ator Blumenthal.

During that virtual gathering he made the astute,
sensitive observation that “social distancing” is
not the right term for what we’re supposed to be
doing. He emphasized (and here I'm paraphras-
ing what I recollect his having said) that we are
engaged in physical distancing for the sake of af-
firming and strengthening our social connection
and human commitment. I find that, despite the
occasional loneliness and cooped up feeling, I am
able—through phone conversations, emails, Zoom
and Skype activities—to stay engaged with family,
friends and community as much as if not more than
ever.

Even in its virt-shul form, TBT continues to make
Jewish tradition and practice available to us. As the
end-of-June conclusion of our regular yearly syna-
gogue schedule approaches, and through the sum-
mer, I will be watching for your emails
and listening for your calls. Lets stay
in (virtual) touch. Perhaps we'll have
the good fortune to be able to return,
sooner rather than later, to a sem-
blance of normalcy in our daily life,
but in one form or another, whether
in person or across a telephone line or
computer screen, we can keep being
here for each other.

And... Rabbi Seth reflects on that recent

Ahmadiyya event...

The question, I think, is how to expe-
rience prayer during this time of pan-
demic. Brothers and sisters, prayer is
essential to this moment for prayer is
about acknowledging closeness in dis-
tance. Think for just a moment about
our material existence. Then think
about God’s non-physical nature and
how it finds an echo, a beautiful re-
semblance, in the human soul. Look
at each and all of us us now—what a
miracle! Here we are set apart from
each other in different spaces. Each
of us, a sort of disembodied spirit,
like an angel, to the next person so
inaccessible, so beyond reach we are
to one another’s touch—to a hand’s
grasp and arms” hug—yet somehow
present. Prophets of all religions
contemplate that riddle: the vast
distance between us as mortal beings
and a higher, deeper reality for which
we reach and search, yet in that gap
between seeking and finding God, we
know God is with us. God is further
away than the most distant star and
as close to us as the beating of our
hearts. So too we can be to one an-
other. The Jewish philosopher Martin
Buber talked about how I commu-
nicate with Thou (“thou” “meaning
“you” in a singular, personal, intimate

sense); he likened the I-Thou interac-
tion to experiencing God’s presence.
If, Buber reflected, I recognize, in my
approach toward you, that I will never
know you fully, that what makes you
yourself (your “thou™ness) is truly be-
yond my reach, infinitely, unfathom-
ably unique, then encountering holi-
ness in dialogue with another human
soul is possible. Each of us can be

to the other a reminder of the Di-
vine Mystery. As we learn from our
shared and distinct holy traditions,
each of us human beings is indeed a
tzelem elohim, a spark of God’s essen
tial nature. Gazing on you from afar,
through this virtual landscape, via
social distancing, allows that realiza-
tion to confidently materialize. This
is prayer in its most purely humanly
interactive sense. In this moment we
are “walking,” as the Biblical psalm
expresses, through gey tzalmavet, a
“valley of the shadow of death,” but
“thou (God) art with me.” Each of
you, sisters and brothers, is with me,
and I am with each of you, and all of
us are together in God’s intangible
yet real embrace, so we “shall fear no
evil,” and we'll keep hoping and pray-
ing...
